Enhancements
to your natural gas system in Morris, Minooka and Channahon

Natural Gas Pipeline Replacement
Beginning in April 2019, Nicor Gas will be replacing a 2.5-mile segment of natural gas transmis-
sion pipeline, as outlined in the map. Where applicable, residential property such as swing sets, 
gardens, sheds, etc. must be removed from the ComEd right-of-way before construction begins.

37 miles of pipeline have already been replaced. Preliminary work, including soil sampling, has 
been completed. Construction is anticipated to conclude in the fall of 2019. Nicor Gas customers 
will continue to receive natural gas service during the construction period and this project is not 
expected to cause service interruptions. Nicor Gas is working with community leaders to reduce 
the impact construction may have on local roads and other pathways.
